God uses times of 

waiting to sharpen our sense of awareness and to teach us a 

better understanding of His timing and faithfulness.

Allow God to strengthen your relationship 

with Him as He gives you a new perspective on your 

current place in life and fresh focus to pursue what 

He has in store for your future.
